e ADB Debug Bridge Driver (64-bit)
The ADB driver is part of the Android Studio (SDK Manager) and needs to be installed.
Please follow the QuickStartGuide for driver installation.

You need to enable USB debugging mode for the device to use this driver:
Settings -> Developer options -> “USB debugging”

If this mode is not enabled, open device settings -> About phone and push 7 times on
the build number.

User’s Guide: General operating instructions for the terminal and accessories (comes with each
terminal).

Quickstart Guide (Developer): First assistance for programmers, who would like to create their
own applications.

Software Manual: Detailed description of operating system and pre-installed programs as well as
of the fundamental configuration of the terminal, e.g. keyboard, scanner or WLAN.

Hardware Manual: Technical data of terminal and accessories e.g. interface descriptions, battery
running times, MTBF etc.

Library Manual in html and pdf format: Explanation of the library functions.

Reset Operations

Reset the device with the reset switch inside the battery place without device data get lost.
(Softreset)

It is also possible to start a “Factory reset” operation on the device.

(Warning: All data get lost!)

Settings -> System-> Advanced -> Reset options -> “Erase all data (factory reset)”

Settings -> Security & Location -> Location -> Use location = off
e  Settings for the display to save battery life time

- Brightness level = 50%
Settings -> Display -> Brightness level-> move to “50%"

- Adaptive brightness
Settings -> Display -> Adaptive brightness -> enable switch

- Sleep Timer
Settings -> Display -> Advanced -> Sleep -> “After 2 minutes of inactivity”

- Device Theme
Settings -> Display -> Advanced -> Device Theme -> “Dark”
